How does the Year Plan reflect careers guidance best practice?

With our in-house Careers Guidance Specialist (a Level 7 Registered Career Development 
Professional) at the forefront of the curriculum design, we’ve ensured that the spiral 
curriculum is grounded in contemporary career guidance theory and practice. 

	• Our lessons are linked to the career theory and toolkits that careers advisers are trained to use. 

For example, tapping into MDOTS (motivation, decision making, opportunity awareness, transition skills, 
self-awareness), planned happenstance, using scaling and visualisation tools, and linking creative career 
thinking, design thinking, and career writing. 

	• Our lessons are underpinned by the CDI’s definition of ‘career’ as a journey through life, learning, 
and work. 

We take a student-centred, holistic approach, putting students’ own career journeys at the heart of the 
lesson experience. 

	• We’ve created lessons with 1-1 guidance conversations in mind. 

All lessons are designed to help students engage with and make the most out of statutory 1-1 guidance 
sessions when they happen, with some focusing specifically on preparing for that conversation. 

	• Lessons recognise that a ‘positive career’ will mean something different to everyone. 

We present information about all pathways and career options in an impartial way, teaching 
students to make informed decisions about their next steps. Students reflect on their aspirations, 
interests, values, and hopes for the future. They explore what success looks like for them as an 
individual, recognising that their goals may look different from those of their peers.
